Proposed New School Building

You may be aware that The Deanes School has been fortunate in securing a place in the
Government’s Building Schools for the Future (BSF) programme.

The Deanes has been working with Essex County Council on a scheme, to be funded from
the BSF programme, which proposes to rebuild the school in a new building on the existing
site which will also house Glenwood School. Both schools will continue to operate as
different establishments in the new building.

Considerable thought and planning has gone into the location of the proposed new building
to ensure there is minimal disruption to teaching and learning for Deanes’ students while
building work is taking place and to ensure there is no significant incursion into the green
spaces on the site.
